Working with people with a variety of disabilities

Vocational Rehabilitation Service (VRS) assists people with a broad range of disabilities*,

including:
e blindness or other visual impairments e cerebral palsy
e deafness or other auditory conditions e respiratory conditions
e diabetic conditions e specific learning disabilities
e head injury * epilepsy
* mental/emotional problems ® alcohol/substance abuse

e orthopedic impairments

To be eligible for services, you
® must have a physical or mental impairment which results in a substantial

impediment to employment, and

* must be able to benefit from services in terms of becoming employed.

Anyone can make a referral to VRS. If you are referring someone else, please provide the
applicant's name, disabling condition and contact information.

Working to find the right job fit

Once you have been determined eligible for VRS, you will:
e work with a rehabilitation counselor to choose an employment goal and plan your

vocational rehabilitation program to reach an employment outcome;
* receive appropriate services to develop and prepare you for a job; and

e receive assistance in finding and keeping the right job.

Working to get you ready for work

Do you wonder what will happen to your SSA benefits if you go to work? ADRS Benefit
Counselors have answers. Trained and certified counselors offer free individualized information
about the impact of paid work on cash and health care benefits to current ADRS consumers
already recieving Social Security Benefits.

*To be eligible for services from VRS, an individual must have a physical or mental impairment which results in a
substantial impediment to employment and be able to benefit from services in terms of becoming employed.
