Job Accommodations and Technology Assessments

the state to assist you. With backgrounds in engineering, industrial design and medical technology, they
can help find the type of assistive technology suited to your needs. In addition, rehabilitation technology
specialists can visit your home or job site and work with you and your employer to implement the most
current and cost-effective solutions from job accommodations to day-to-day living.

Facility and Home Modification Surveys

Our Rehabilitation Technology Specialist team is familiar with the architectural accessibility guidelines
(ADAAG) that are a part of the Americans with Disabilities Act. A technology specialist can work with you to
evaluate your home or facility for accessibility and provide you with a basic facility survey with
recommendations based on the ADA accessibility guidelines for what major barriers need to be removed.

Product Searches and Referral Services

Each technology specialist maintains a library and list of Internet resources of assistive technology products
and services. They can provide you with information on products that will suit your needs and can refer you
other resources that can provide assistive technology services by the Rehabilitation Technology Specialist
team.
