Whatis Early Intervention?

Early intervention is a coordinated, family-focused system of resource aceess, supports and services for
cligible infants and toddlers, ages birth to 3 years who have developmental delays. Alabama’s Early
Intervention System (AEIS) is a statewide system that offers cligible familics the opportunity to receive
appropriate services, including assistive technology, audiology, family therapy, nursing, nufrition, occu-
pational therapy, psychological services, service coordination, special instruction, social work, specch
language pathology, medical services, transportation, vision and health services, and physical therapy.

The Alabama Early Intervention System is supported by federal, state and private funding sources.
Services for cligible children are provided in natural environments and in the family’s community.

<l What is Developmental Delay?

‘The term developmental delay means that a child is not growing as expected, physically and/or mentally.
For example, infants and toddlers may be delayed in walking, talking, speaking, learning or understanding.

‘When a child has a developmental delay, it can affect the whole family, and parents may face uncertainty
about their child’s future. Alabama’s Early Intervention System helps families learn about resources,
supports and services that are available and how to care for the child who has special necds.
